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Stay-Over Visitors and Cruise Ship Passenger Arrivals

February 2019 saw positive growth in visitor arrivals. Among stay-over visitors, arrivals increased by 1,693 tourists (or
2.5%) t0 68,609 compared to 66,916 in the year 2018 (Figure 1). Total cruise arrivals decreased by 2.0% over the review
period to 113,575 passengers.
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Other Highlights:

Among the 68,609 stay-over arrivals recorded for this period, 59,453 (or 86.7%) visited for recreational purposes,

predominantly for holiday (55,278 tourists). This represents an increase of 3.3% among all recreational visitors. The

average number of days spent in Barbados among stay-over visitor arrivals was approximately 9.9 days over the review

period.

YEAR TO DATE

January - February 2019 saw positive growth in visitor arrivals. Among stay-over visitors, arrivals increased by 5,218
tourists (or 3.9%) to 138,105 compared to 132,887 in the year 2018 (Figure 5). Total cruise arrivals decreased by 4.8%

over the review period to 255,341 passengers.
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Other Highlights:

Among the 138,105 stay-over arrivals recorded for this period, 117,397 (or 85%) visited for recreational purposes,

predominantly for holiday (109,254 tourists). This represents an increase of 5% among all recreational visitors. The

average number of days spent in Barbados among stay-over visitor arrivals was approximately 11.93 days over the review

period.
